FITTING
The unit should be a neat fit in the aperture to be protected and
the perimeter sealed with Firepro M707 intumescent mastic.

Fixing of the units is easily accomplished by means of screws, STOCK SIZES: GRILL (Nominal Sizes)
rivets, or brackets. In the case of exposed applications it is Square Rectangular Circular
recommended that a grill cover be fitted over the FGA40.
